JANUARY

Governor Rudy Perpich is inaugurated as the 36th Governor of Minnesota,
in a ceremony at Hibbing High School . .. . In his state of the state message,
the Governor said, "The State of the State is not good." He called for state
investment in key industries; for local and state govermments to join churches
and charities in caring for the homeless; for cutting govermment bureaucracy;
reduction in workers' compensation rates; a $250 million reserve fund;
reduction in the size of the legislature; and assistance for helping unemployed
get jobs . . . Governor completes creation of 10 economic recovery commissions,
charged with making recommendations on what can be done to help growth
industries in Minnesota . . . An administration official says Minnesota is
facing an $8.5 million budget deficit at the end of the fiscal year on June
30th —- The Governor orders a freeze on all non-essential hiring, purchasing
and travel . . . Governor orders $1 million in federal discretionary funding to
be used for emergency food and shelter programs this winter . . . Rick Nolan,
former congressman, named to head a special committee exploring the feasibility
of a world trade center for Minnesota . . . Governor hosts a meeting with
Ontario Premier William Davis, in which the two agree to continue dialogue on
proposed Canadian fishing regulations affecting the northern border, and on
acid rain . . . Governor announces plan to restructure tuition reciprocity
agreements with bordering states, and will meet with Wisconsin Governor Anthony
Earl . . . Governor proposes a $100 million jobs program through jobs in the

public and private sector . . .



FEBRUARY

Perpich names Secretary of State Joan Growe to head a study on ways to
streamline state government . . . Perpich will recommend retention of the
state's 10 percent income tax surcharge, and the 6 percent sales tax as part
of the '83-84 budget . . . Governor delivers investment budget message calling
for no significant new taxes . . . also creation of new engineering schools in
Minnesota . . . Governor Rudy Perpich and Governor Tony Farl from Wisconsin
agree to modify a tuition reciprocity agreement between the two states . . .
Perpich offers a $9.8 billion budget, saying it will "make Minnesota work
again." The proposals include: retention of the 6 percent sales tax and 10
percent income tax surcharge, and a 5 cent per gallon tax on gasoline. Spending
provisions include: a $75 million jobs program, $300 million in property tax
relief for small business, $250 million for a set aside reserve fund, and a
12.3 percent per pupil increase for school districts. The budget is a 19
percent increase of 1981-82, but the Governor says he actually is proposing a
spending increase of only 9.7 percent because of $508 million in shifts fram
the previous budget, a $250 million budget reserve, and $256 million state
hospital appropriation which will be put in a separate fund . . . Governor
flies to Fargo/Moorhead and Duluth for a series of news conferences . . .
Walter Mondale announces his candidacy for president, in a speech before the
legislature . . . The former vice president is introduced by Governor Perpich
. « . The Governor and legislative leaders decide to allocate $117,000 to keep
Amtrak running between Duluth and the Twin Cities . . . Governor Perpich,
attending the National Governors' Association midwinter meeting in Washington,
joins 15 governors in calling for drastic cuts in military spending by the
Reagan Administration . . . Perpich is elected vice chairman of the Midwest

Governors' Association . . .



MARCH

Governor Perpich, speaking beforeAthe National Governors' Association in
Washington, says the nation's governors have become a collective political
power and will be more aggressive in fighting the Reagan Administration
attempts to divert economic woes from the federal govermment to the states. The
Governor also says he will seek to open a state govermment office in Washington
. « . Perpich announces the structure and key personnel for a new International
Trade and Marketing Division in state govermnment . . . Governor tours
correctional facilities in the state and says there would be some "real
problems" with moving women inmates from the Shakopee wamen's prison to Sauk
Centre . . . State Finance Camissioner Gus Donhowe says $10 million should be
trimmed from state spending during the next four months, due to sales taxes
coming in below expectations and income tax refunds being higher than expected
. « . Minnesota would enter the "big leagues" in tourism advertising and
promotion under legislation introduced in the legislature . . . Minnesota House
passes a 3¢ increase in the state's gasoline tax . . . Senate passes a 4¢ a
gallon gasoline tax increase . . . The Governor endorses a $8 million plan for
a proposed natural resources research center in Duluth . . . The Governor's
Task Force on Emergency ¥Food and Shelter recommends restoration of welfare
benefits for able-bodied unemployed and a moratorium on mortgage foreclosures
. . . House-Senate conference committee agrees to a 4¢ increase in the gasoline
tax . . . measure is passed by both houses and Governor Perpich is credited

with his "first major victory" of the 1983 session . . .



APRTL

Governor Perpich names a six-member Business Emergency Task Force,
composed of business and government leéders who will be asked to respond when
companies propose to close plants or to leave Minnesota . . . Governor signs
gas tax bill . . . a special eleven-member commission is appointed by the
Governor, to explore how to maintain quality higher education in Minnesota,
while enrollments dwindle and money becomes tighter . . Minnesota and
Wisconsin swap ideas in a unique meeting between govermors and state officials
called "Minnesota-Wisconsin Dialogue" . . . Governor sends legislators a
message that he opposes removing federal tax deductibility . . . the Governor,
after serving his first 100 days in office,says this term is much more
difficult then his previous administration, but that he can already point to a
few accomplishments and has been able to "avert disaster" with an inherited
budget crisis . . . The Governor asks utilities to postpone power shutoffs for
people protected under the state's cold weather rule, for an additional two
weeks, because of inclement weather . . . The Governor plans to cut up to $80
million in state spending during the next two months to prevent a budget

deficit when the two year budget period ends June 30 . . .



MAY

Governor Perpich appoints a tax study commission headed by St. Paul
Mayor George lLatimer . . . Commission will make "top to bottom review" of
the state's tax system . . . The state's revenue picture brightens as April
revenues step 30 percent ahead of projections . . . House and Senate pass a
"superfund" cleanup bill, and Governor Perpich says he will sign it . . .
Governor Perpich signs the "Lemon Law" which provides protection for auto
owners . . . Governor's Fishing Opener is held at Ely . . . Peter Popovich
is appointed by the Governor to head new court of appeals . . . The
Governor signs the parimutuel bill, making horse racing legal in Minnesota
. . . House and Senate adjourn at midnight, sending the Governor a workers'
compensation accord, and a tax bill . . . Mark Dayton is named commissioner

of the newly established state office of Energy and Economic Development

Several hundred people paid $250 each to attend a reception to raise
more than $45,000 to help pay Governor Perpich's out-of-state travel expenses
. « . After signing 1,054 bills, including 797 during his first term in office,
Governor Rudy Perpich vetoes a bill that would have prohibited any city, county
or township from imposing rent controls . . . Governor announces that the
Minnesota treasury could end the fiscal year June 30 with as much as $60
million in the black . . . The Governor names his chief policy adviser, Tom
Triplett, to head the State Planning Agency . . . Governor names a commission
to re§iew operations of the Metropolitan Waste Control Commission, including

allegations of poor planning, mismanagement and financial waste . . .



JULY

Governor Rudy Perpich may ask that the 10 percent income tax surcharge
be lifted in 1984 . . . The Governor says Minnesota's economy deserves his full-
time attention, and he no longer plans to tie up his daily schedule with public
speaking engagements, but rather will devote his time to economic development . . .
Minnesota plans to spend a record $580 million in highway construction during the
‘next two yvears, and that should create about 24,000 new jobs . . . Governor Perpich
is going to make a pitch to have the National Football League schedule a Super
Bowl game in the Metrodome . . . Minnesota's credit rating improves, saving about
$1 million in short-term borrowing . . . Governor Perpich is in Atlanta seeking
investment in the Minnesota wood products industry . . . Governor Rudy Perpich and
Covernor William Janklow of South Dakota will announce a tuition reciprocity
agreement between the two states . . . The state kicks off the emergency jobs
program (MEED) by designating service areas and area administrators . . . Joe
Samargia, named by Governor Perpich to head the program, says he hopes the program

will create 12,600 jobs.



AUGUST

Minnesota and Ontario agree to work together to control acid-rain. The
agreement follows a series of meetings beginning with a meeting between
Governor Perpich and Ontario Premier William Davis in January . . . Governor
announces plans for a three-week trip to Burope and Russia . . . schedule
includes inspection of the European peat industry and meetings with potential
foreign investors . . . Perpich backs a four-year college program for Rochester
. . . Perpich restructures his 33-member cabinet by removing 10 people and
creating six subcabinet positions . . . The Governor, joined by five
legislators, departs on a European trade mission . . . Minnesota begins a
battle against encephalitis—-carrying mosquitoes and the Governor's office
requests help from the White House . . . Washington responds by sending special
aircraft to aid in the spraying . . . In an unprecedented midnight session, the
Minnesota Supreme Court halted an Otter Tail County Judge's ruling which
temporarily stopped the state's mosquito spray program . . . Governor Rudy
Perpich announces from Europe that Minnesota will open a trade office in Sweden

on October 1st . . .



SEPTEMBER

A Moorhead firm, IDA Corp., says it will stay in Minnesota and expand
. . . Governor and Energy and Economic Development Commissioner Mark Dayton
had met with the firm in August . . . State tax collections are $16.2 million
over estimates for August . . . After returning from his European trip,
Governor Perpich says Minnesota can be a foreign trade leader . . . Governor is
"confident that Minnesota will become a world-class state" . . . Governor tells
the Minnesota AFL~CIO that conversion away fram burning oil and gas, and more
aggressive marketing of Minnesota products at hame and abroad will help ensure
a bright economic future for Minnesota . . . Governor Perpich travels to

Washington to request disaster aid for Minnesota farmers . . .
OCTOBER

Governor Perpich is elected chairman of the Midwestern Governors'
Conference . . . Governor unveils some legislative goals, including removal
of the 10 percent income tax surcharge, transferring money from the 6 percent
motor vehicle excise tax from the general fund to the highway and transit
funds, reducing the size of the legislature, and reducing the number of
constitutional officers in Minnesota . . . Governor Perpich announces a $60,000
grant to the Minnesota Motion Picture and Television Board to boost the board's
efforts to make Minnesota a major center for movies and TV . . . Duluth
officials and DFL legislative leaders announce an agreement to divide $10
million in tax breaks for Minnesota border cities . . . Duluth promises to wait
until June for its share of the money, so border cities can take advantage of

the full amount . . . Governor leaves for Australia where he plans to pramote



Minnesota's world trade center efforts . . . The Minnesota Department of
Economic Security announces the second biggest one-month improvement in
Minnesota's unemployment rate, occuring in August . . . Presidential candidate
Walter Mondale names Governor Perpich to chair his Minnesota campaign . . . The
Governor says he will ask the 1984 legislature to repeal the unitary tax, which

taxes Minnesota companies on earnings of out-of-state subsidiaries . . .
NOVEMBER

After returning from his Australian trip, Governor Perpich says he is more
convinced than ever that a world trade center in Minnesota would create many
new jobs and business opportunities . . . Apache Corporation, an aggressive oil
and gas exploration firm, decides to keep its corporate headquarters in
Minnesota . . . Apache board chairman Ray Plank gives Governor Perpich most of
the credit for the decision to stay . . . Koch Refining Company holds a Capitol
news conference with the Governor to amnounce a $200 million expansion . . .
Governor Perpich announces that ETA Systems, will remain in Minnesota ,i and will
seek to make Minnesota the "Supercomputer Capital of the World" . . . Governor
also announces plans to ask the legislature to establish an "Institute of
Supercomputing” at the University of Mimmesota . . . Governor meets with Twins'
President Calvin Griffith and offers to help the team remain in Minnesota . . .
The Governor joins in announcement that the Minnesota Strikers, a professional

soccer team, will be moving to Minnesota from Florida . . .



DECEMBER

Governor Perpich announces that Louisiana-Pacific Corp. will build a
waferboard plant in Two Harbors . . . pian unveiled to sell the former
Rochester State Hospital to the Federal Bureau of Prisons, with funds earmarked
for a new college building and gai‘bage—to—steam energy system . . . firms
announce call-back of 1,900 laid-off taconite miners in time for the new year
. « « Perpich leaves for a three-week trip to China, paid for by the National
Governors' Association . . . The Governor names an eight-member commission
headed by former Chief Justice Robert Sheran, to study changes in the lineup of
Mimmesota's constitutional officers . . . Governor's phone call to Lou Holtz,
the new University of Minnesota football coach, was said to be a factor in
convincing Holtz to take the job . . . St. Paul, Minneapolis, and Bloomington
will seek joint designation as a foreign trade zone . . . Governor predicts the
state will legalize lotteries in 1984 . . . The Greyhound Racing Commission
files its report with the Governor, and recommends a constitutional ammendment

which would legalize the sport . . .
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
